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A kind of pizza was eaten in Ancient
Greece, although the modern pizza
was only invented in the nineteenth
century.

The first 'Pizza Margherita’ was
prepared for King Umberto and
Queen Margherita of Italy when they
visited Naples in 1889. They loved it!

Coca-Cola™ was invented by Dr John
Pemberton, in Atlanta USA, in 1886. In
the first year, about eight drinks a day
were sold.

Today over a billion drinks of Coca-
Cola™ are sold every day. Mexicans
drink the most Coca-Cola™ in the
world: 533 drinks per person, per year!
On average, a person who eats two
fast food meals a week weighs five
kilos more than a person who eats one
or less.

Sales of fizzy drinks are going down
in the USA, but more drinks are being
sold in the developing world.

The first McDonald’s restaurant was
opened in California in 1940. Today
there are 32,000 McDonalds around
the world, and 58 million customers are
served every day.

Since1992, over 1,000
McDonald’s restaurants have
been opened in China.
Around twenty-five grams of
plastic packaging is used in a
fast food meal. Most of this
packaging is not recycled.

The Italians have started a 'slow
food’ campaign Campaigners
believe that people should eat
local specialities, and that food
should be grown locally.
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
