the situation was critical.  I was in an apartment on the beach.  it started to shake and we heard a lot of screaming, we didn't worry as we were used to earthquakes and we didn't have any negative thoughts until the roof started to crack.

 This happened because my parents had rented the house very cheaply and it was not suitable for earthquakes, only nobody knew about it because something like this had never happened before.  With my family we got out quickly and we were able to save ourselves, but my father had been injured and could hardly walk.

 We had already left and after a few hours we heard the noise of the ambulance we had called.  They took my dad away and put him in a cast.  Unfortunately it had been a fracture.

 It's been 6 months and my dad is feeling better.  We saw on television that there were no deaths but some wounded.  It was an experience I will never forget.
