NONVERBAL COMMUNICATION
Nonverbal communication can be defined as communication without words. Although this is often understood by the phrase ‘body language’, it can also include hairstyles, clothing and nonverbal parts of speech such as volume, intonation and stress. Nowadays, people also use emoticons like the smiley face to express emotions when they are sending messages. It appears that most cultures recognise the importance of nonverbal communication for humans to understand each other. Over many years, Chinese culture has developed rules for judging personality by looking at the size, shape and position of the nose, eyes and other parts of the face. For example, someone with a large forehead is considered intelligent. Despite no scientific evidence that such facial characteristics can predict personality, many people still believe these ‘rules’ to be true. In India, texts written around 1000 BCE say that someone who looks down, moves their big toe along the ground and avoids eye contact when questioned is not telling the truth. Studies show that many people still agree on this description of a liar. Studies on African history reveal that one characteristic of an effective head of a tribe was being able to inspire people with powerful speeches. This included nonverbal elements such as a strong tone of voice and body language. These characteristics can be seen today in modern politics and business where tone and posture can inspire and motivate more than well-written words alone. Today, nonverbal communication has an important role in many situations, from police interviews to job interviews. In addition to supporting verbal communication and helping make meaning clearer, it can be used to judge people for better or worse. As the Chinese philosopher Confucius said, ‘one can better understand others by looking into their eyes, rather than listening to their words.’
