1. Initial Preparation: Read Edgar Allan Poe’s "The Fall of the House of Usher" thoroughly. Take notes on characters, setting, key events, and themes.

2. Main Branches: From the central theme, create branches for the following categories:
· Characters
· Setting:
· The House of Usher: Physical description, symbolism, impact on the plot.
· The Environment: Landscape, climate, how it contributes to the overall atmosphere.
· Key Events:
· The Narrator's Arrival: Initial impressions, the state of the house and the Ushers.
· Madeline's Illness: Symptoms, diagnosis, impact on the story.
· Madeline's Death
· The Fall of the House
· Themes and Motifs:
· Madness: Examples in the characters, how it manifests.
· Decay and Ruin: Reflected in the house and the characters.
· Symbolism: Symbolic elements in the story (such as the house, the paintings, etc.).
