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Past Simple: Explanation and Activities
1. Affirmative Sentences with Regular and Irregular Verbs
In the Past Simple tense, regular verbs end in -ed. Irregular verbs have their own forms that you need to memorize.

Examples:
- Regular: I played football yesterday.
- Regular: She watched a movie last night.
- Irregular: He went to the park.
- Irregular: They ate pizza for dinner.

2. Affirmative, Negative and Interrogative Sentences with Verb 'To Be'
The verb 'to be' in the Past Simple has two forms: was (singular) and were (plural).

Affirmative:
- I was at home yesterday.
- They were happy last week.

Negative:
- I was not (wasn't) at school yesterday.
- They were not (weren't) tired.

Interrogative:
- Was she at the party?
- Were you at the park?

Short Answers:
- Yes, I was. / No, I wasn't.
- Yes, they were. / No, they weren't.
