We use the PRESENT SIMPLE to talk about things we do on a regular basis, facts, feelings and opinions: 
I like books. / He likes books. / I go to school. / She works in a hospital.
I don’t like books. / He doesn’t like books. / I don’t go to school. / She doesn’t work in a hospital.
We use ADVERBS OF FREQUENCY to say how often we do things:
[image: ]
We usually put the verb between the subject and the verb:
I never drink coffee. 
She sometimes drinks coffee.

We can use always, usually and often in the negative:
[image: ]

With the verb be, the adverb comes after the verb.
            Karen is often at home on Saturdays.

Sometimes and usually can also come at the beginning or end of a sentence.
           Sometimes, I listen to music on the bus.
           Winters are very cold here, usually.

We can use always, usually and often in the negative after don’t / doesn’t.
           I don’t always have breakfast. (= I sometimes do.)
           I don’t usually / often get to bed late.

We don’t use a negative verb with never.
          It never rains in summer.
         (NOT: It doesn’t never rain in the summer.)
