I – YOU – WE – THEY: van con HAVE
HE – SHE- IT: van con HAS 

never= in negative sentences (NUNCA) 

Read the examples: 
Have you ever eaten sushi? 🍣
Has she ever visited Paris? 🇫🇷
I have never seen that movie. 🎬
He has never ridden a horse. 🐎
