A FAKE PHOTO

First, use your common sense. If something doesn't
feel right, it's probably not. Look at the waves on
the sea. The shark must have been really hungry
to come to the surface in those conditions. Also,
the shark can't have known there was a man just
above the water.

Next, look for strange shapes and sizes, repeated
objects, unusual lighting and general quality. The
size of the shark seems right, but the quality of the
photo isn't great. Someone might have reduced
the quality so it's harder to see it's a fake.

Finally, if you think a photo might be fake, do a
reverse image search online. There could be a story
about it.It's interesting to read how often people
are fooled by fake images and to find out how they
were created.
