Study Guide: Present Perfect vs Past Simple
1. Present Perfect (para hablar de experiencias y/o cosas de las que no se la fecha exacta en el tiempo) 
Form: have / has + past participle (e.g. I have seen, She has visited)
Use: We use the present perfect to talk about past experiences or actions connected to now (no specific time).
Examples:
- I’ve visited London.
- She has just finished her homework.
- We haven’t seen that movie yet.
Time expressions: ever / never / already / just / yet / so far / recently / before
2. Past Simple (para hablar de acciones que empezaron y terminaron en el pasado, acá el tiempo si es específico) 
Form: verb + -ed (regular) / irregular form (e.g. went, saw, ate)
Use: We use the past simple for completed actions in the past with a specific time.
Examples:
- I visited London last year.
- She finished her homework yesterday.
- They didn’t see that movie last weekend.
Time expressions: yesterday / last week / in 2010 / two days ago / when I was a child

Present Perfect vs Past Simple
Present Perfect: I’ve been to Paris. (Not specific time)
Past Simple: I went to Paris in 2019. (Specific time)
