In a significant development reported as breaking news, Ollie Holman, a 21-year-old University of Kent student, has been sentenced to seven years in prison for creating and distributing phishing kits used in fraudulent schemes amounting to £100 million globally. Initially covered by local news, the incident has now attracted attention from international news outlets due to the scale of the cyber fraud and its global implications.
According to an eyewitness, Holman developed 1,052 phishing kits that mimicked official websites of governments, banks, and charities, allowing cybercriminals to collect confidential information such as card and login details. Operating primarily through Telegram, he earned an estimated £300,000 from the activity between 2021 and 2023, laundered via cryptocurrency.
During the evening broadcast, the news presenter provided an update, reporting that authorities have seized Holman’s assets and are pursuing the recovery of his illicit earnings. A confidential source within the National Crime Agency confirmed that the investigation is ongoing, with efforts to dismantle the network of cybercriminals who utilized the phishing kits.
In her detailed report, the journalist emphasized the growing concern over cybercrime and the importance of robust cybersecurity measures to protect individuals and organizations from such fraudulent activities.
The story has rapidly appeared in the headlines of major international news outlets, underscoring the global nature of cybercrime and the need for international cooperation in combating it.

* We often use the reporting verbs say and tell to report
what someone has said. We use tell with an object. We
can use that after the reporting verb.

She said (that) she didn’t watch the news.
She told me (that) she didn’t watch the news.

4 We can also use other reporting
verbs to report offers, apologies, promises,
etc. For example, admit, offer.

Pll help you with your homework, if you like.
= He offered to help me with my homework.

In reported questions, the subject comes before the verb,
and auxiliary verbs such as do or did are not used.
‘What are you doing?”’
= She asked me what | was doing.
Where did you go?
= He asked me where | had gone.
(NOT: He asked me where fdid-go.)
In reported questions, the verb form often goes back one
tense and pronouns and time expressions change.
‘Did you watch the news last night?"
- She asked me if I'd watched the news the night before.
When the direct speech question begins with a question
word, we use it in the reported question.
‘Where is Alex?’ he asked.
> He asked me where Alex was.
When a direct speech question begins with an auxiliary

verb, we use if or whether to report the question. Ifis
more common.

‘Are you listening to music?’ Rick asked me.

= Rick asked me if / whether | was listening to music.
‘Have you watched the news?’

- Mum asked me if / whether | had watched the news.

We use ask +object + to infinitive to report a request and
we use tell + object + to infinitive to report a command.
